Positive health and wellbeing –including 
mental health –contribute to a child’s ability 
to flourish, thrive and achieve (Public Health 
England). Equipping young people with the 
skills to cope with potentially stressful 
situations will enable them to navigate the 
challenges that might lie ahead.
If young people are nurtured in an 
environment that promotes positive 
wellbeing, not only are they likely to meet or 
exceed their potential during GCSE 
examinations, but they will leave school and 
embark on further education or employment 
much more confidently.



ÅEncourage your child to complete homework and coursework in a 
timely manner, but also encourage them to rest, have fun and 
enjoy their hobbies. A rested child is more likely to retain 
information than one who studies round the clock.

ÅEncourage your child to engage in activities that involve going 
outside and avoid overuse of screens –this can apply to leisure 
pursuits as well as revision techniques.

ÅEncourage your child to talk to their teacher if they seem stressed 
or anxious about their GCSEs. Remember that a small amount of 
anxiety is normal and not harmful.

ÅEnsure your child is eating and drinking well, and getting a 
suitable amount of sleep.

Top Tips for Parents



ÅEncourage them to take some time after revising towind 
down.

ÅAnxiety is often worst at night and this means it is useful 
to encourage good bedtime routine

ÅReassure them–reinforce that you are and will be proud of 
them no matter what happens.

ÅSet asideone to one time so that they can talk to you about 
any worries.

ÅLet them know their feelings are valid and normal, but 
alsooffer support and solutions where possible.

Å If anxiety and stress start impacting their day-to-day lifeseek 
help from your GP.
