Summer GCSE Exam Results

Year 11 GCSE Exam Results will be available for collection from the School Hall on Thursday 22" August 2019 from 8.45am
If a student is unable to collect their results and wishes someone else to collect them on their behalf (e.g. a parent or a nominated
representative) they must provide the following:

- Proof of titeatitys.d. passpor,tdréviag licence or birth certificate

- A signed letter of authorisation from the student

- Proof of their own identity
Results CANNOT under any circumstances be given out over the telephone or via email. If for any reason a student cannot collect their
results personally or send in a nominated representative, we are able to post out results upon receipt of an A5 stamped self-addressed
envelope (please ensure the correct postage is affixed). This must be left at the main reception and given to a member of the administration
team.

Examination Certificates

Examination certificates will be available for collection for 2019 Year 11 leavers from school week commencing 18" November 2019.
Certificates can be collected between the hours of 9.00am and 4.00pm from the main school reception. Students must bring identification
with them upon collection.

Certificates belong to the student and therefore cannot be issued to any other individual without the relevant documentation which
includes proof of student identity i.e. passport, driving licence or birth certificate, a signed letter of authorisation from the student and
identification of the person collecting. It is extremely important that examination certificates are collected as they are required for Higher
Education and future employers often request them.
